New state-of-the-art studio complex gives radio stations number one slot in office design
A former pig farm in the heart of Warwickshire has been unrecognisably transformed into a state-of-the-art radio broadcast complex which will soon be home to four of the West Midlands top radio stations.

Rugby FM, Touch FM Coventry, Touch FM Stratford and the brand new station, Touch FM Warwick, will take to the airwaves from their new home in April.
Radio heavyweight Touch Broadcasting Limited, which is part of the CN Group (Carlisle Newspapers), was awarded permission by Ofcom last October to create the multi-purpose South Midlands Headquarters for its regional stations.
Since that time, contractors working on the project have created an awe-inspiring new facility at the Holly Farm Business Park, in Kenilworth – a site which was formerly used as a pig farm.

Managing Director Julie Fair, from Touch Broadcasting Ltd, said: “We have something very special here with our new studio complex which will bring four radio stations under one roof. The benefit of a good working environment cannot be underestimated.  
“The recent move of our Belfast based station Citybeat to new premises lifted morale and the station now has a real sense of pride. This has been reflected in the quality of the on air product with the station winning seven awards this year.  The same fit-out contractors, Spacetailors, have worked with us again on the South Midlands HQ project and we hope this investment will have similar results.”
The new South Midlands HQ complex – which cost in the region of £250,000 to refit - boasts four studios, two new booths, a state-of-the-art programming suite, a large conferencing room, three management offices, two local sales rooms and a large open plan news room.

Studio refurbishment specialist Rob Corn brought in one of the UK’s most dynamic fit-out companies, Spacetailors, to execute the project. 
Mr Corn said: “Transforming a site into a state-of-the-art studio complex is no easy job. However having worked with Dave Carpenter from Spacetailors in the past, I knew his project direction would secure inspiring results to budget and within the time constraints. Timing was very important on this project. Ofcom wanted Touch FM Warwick to be on air within two years of the licence being awarded. Having worked with Spacetailors, the station will be going on air from Holly Farm on April 4th with our other stations moving to the new premises shortly after.”
Project manager Dave Carpenter, from Spacetailors, said “Working with Touch Broadcasting on such a monumental project has been a great success.  We have helped transform this site into a 21st century state-of-the-art radio broadcast facility capable of rivalling those at the top of the business.”
